Past polite form

Remove the ending "masu” and add "mashita”

Examples:
BNZE T (tabemasu) = E~N X L 7= (tabemashita) (ru-verb)
HZE 9 (mimasu) = B % L 7= (mimashita) (ru-verb)
== £ 9 (kakimasu) = = = % L 7 (kakimashita) (u-verb)

&5 L & 9 (hanashimasu) — 55 L % L 7z (hanashimashita) (u-verb)

L &9 (shimasu) = L % L 7= (shimashita) (irregular verb)

Example sentence: 7 — X Z8~ % L7z, (ra-men wo tabemashita) = | ate ramen.
