THE TET OFFENSIVE

29 January - 25 February 1965
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MNote: There are two major monsoon seasons in South Vietnam.
Generally, it rains heavily from May to September southwest
of a line Tuy Duc-Di Linh and from November to March north
of that line. In the “dry” season, many areas that were swampy
in the monsoon turn to dust. Wet and dry seasons vary considerably
in both time and intensity from area to area.

SOUTH CHINA SEA

Generally, allied units were dispersed in the western reaches
of South Vietnam in an effort to meet NVA and VC attacks during
the months just preceding the Tet offensive.
